ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Harper, Aldermen Hartley, Alderman Kinion, Aldermen Rockwell, City Clerk Sharon Kakouris, and City Treasurer Tammy Sharpe, Alderman Talbot and City Collector Rachel Reed were absent.  Also present were Marshall Suddarth of Alliance Water Resources, City Attorney Rob Guinness, and PBP Committee Chairman Aprile Taylor and Chief of Police Brian Jeffries.
