DECEMBER 13, 2016

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Hartley, Aldermen Kinion, Alderman Rockwell, Aldermen Talbot, City Clerk Sharon Kakouris, City Collector Rachel Reed, and City Treasurer Tammy Sharpe, Alderman Harper and Aldermen Hunter were absent.  Also present were Marshall Suddarth and Tony Sneed of Alliance Water Resources, City Attorney Rob Guinness, and PBP Committee Chairman Aprile Taylor and Brian Marten from MECO.
Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.

Mayor Wilch stated that the Lincoln County Mayors and Commissioners meet on Friday to discuss the rates for 911.  Before this meeting the Commissioners met on Wednesday and voted on a 30% increase and passed it before meeting with the Mayors.  The Mayors met on Friday morning prior to the meeting with the Commissioners. This increase will cost the City of Elsberry an additional $9,215.00 per year.  When they met with the Commissioner’s on Friday they didn’t get any answers as to why.  Dan Colbert prepared the spreadsheets they were given for the increase.  Mayor Wilch suggested a Lincoln County Audit on the 911 funds. The commissioner’s wanted to do a sales tax increase, but it is not possible until 2018.

Rob Guinness will go to the courthouse on Friday and see what he can find out.
Chief Jefferies states that he has received a letter of resignation for Anthony Bean.
