REGULAR/CLOSED SESSION 

FEBRUARY 9, 2016

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Harper, Aldermen Hartley, Aldermen Kinion, Alderman Rockwell, Aldermen Steele, City Clerk Sharon Kakouris, City Collector Rachel Reed, City Treasurer Tammy Sharpe and Chief Brian Jeffries, Alderman Talbot was absent.  Also present were Marshall Suddarth and Tony Sneed of Alliance Water Resources, City Attorney Rob Guinness, and PBP Committee Chairman Aprile Taylor and Ken Wood from MECO.
Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.

PROGRAM UPDATES
Mayor Wilch stated that on the Demolition Project we have the chance to add 1 more home.  Helen McMellon bought 207 S. 7th Street, which has been added to the list.

Ken Woods with Meco presented the changes to Contract A for the Elsberry Sewer Collection System Improvement.  These changes have put the project in the black. The Infrastructure Committee will get together and look over their figures.  Ken Woods has not heard anything about the lagoon project.

PETITIONS OF PEOPLE WHO FILED REQUESTS FOR AGENDA
Angie Gowen and Matt Dalton at 412 S 2nd Street are requesting an abatement for a water leak. The leak was outside of house and amounted to $261.21 which is what is due for the water bill. The water was shut off in December.  Attorney Rob Guinness stated that the obligation bonds will not allow for forgiving water that has gone through the meter.
