REGULAR/CLOSED SESSION 

JANUARY 12, 2016

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting. PROJECT UPDATES:

Mayor Wilch stated that he had talked to Chad Eagen and the publishing for the demo grant should go out for bid by the 29th of this month.  Chad also stated that the Lakeview project should be closed out in 2 weeks. 

Ken Wood with Meco is not going to make it tonight. USDA stated that the bids needed to be rejected and rebid the project.

Boonslick indicated that there is no money from a Block Grant for this project.

Aldermen Rockwell stated that he understood that if we redo the bids there would be $70,000 still due for the project.
Aldermen Kinion will be getting with Ken to set up a meeting to discuss the changes before rebidding the project.
