REGULAR SESSION 

JUNE 14, 2016

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Kinion, Aldermen Rockwell, Alderman Talbot, Aldermen Harper, Alderman Hartley, City Clerk Sharon Kakouris, City Collector Rachel Reed, and City and Treasurer Tammy Sharpe were present.  Also present were Marshall Suddarth and Tony Sneed of Alliance Water Resources, City Attorney Rob Guinness, and Brian Marten from MECO.
Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.

PROGRAM UPDATES

Mayor Wilch got a call from USDA stating that there is one more house to have an asbestos inspection and bids should go out around June 28th.

Brian Martin with MECO stated that the advertisement for the rebidding will be in the paper next week and run for 3 weeks.  Copy of the bid will be sent to the City and updates when bids come in.  The bids will be opened on Wednesday at 1:00 PM.
Brian also stated that the Treatment Plant will be worked on after this portion is done.  Visu-Sewer has allowed an additional 90 days on their bid.

PETITIONS OF PEOPLE WHO FILED REQUESTS FOR AGENDA

Jim Holley asked for a water abatement of $210.00 for a water leak that was at an old meter that was no longer is use.  They didn’t realize that it was at a meter that had been taken out and moved. He would also like to be reimbursed for the money he paid in the amount of $45.00 to Lonsberry Plumbing.

OPENING/REVIEW OF BIDS

Ms. Kakouris stated that she had received two bids for a new website.  One was with ImmenselImpact which a part of MRWA.  The cost is $954.45 for the first year and then every renewal is $659.45.

The other one is from Civic Plus.  The cost of this is $2995.00 annually. 

This will be tabled till next month.

Ms. Kakouris stated that she had received 6 bids for financial software.  This will be tabled to set up a special meeting and look at bids and meet with the different vendors.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Ms. Reed stated that she had checked with Troy for the water deposits, which are $100 for owner and $150.00 for renters. What Ms. Reed has asked for was $150.00 for homeowners and $250.00 for renters and if they pay on time for 12 months, they will receive $100.00 back.

Ms Reed had more information about the disconnect fees.  She looked on Bowling Greens website who fee is $35.00, Troy is $25.00, Hannibal, $80.00, Winfield $250.00 and LCWD is $250.00.
The board would like to know how much it actually costs to go out and turn off someone’s meter and then turn it back on. This will be discussed at the next Infrastructure Meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Wilch asked if anyone had noticed that the flag being flown now was not as big as the one that is usually being flown. The big flag that is usually flown costs about $800 to $900.00 dollars.  The flag that is recommended to fly on our pole is one size down which costs about $400.00.  The one that is flying now is smaller.  The person Mayor Wilch talked to said that you can expect to buy 2 flags a year.
A motion was made to purchase $300.00 flags next size down and have the big one fly on the holidays, motion made by Aldermen Rockwell, seconded by Aldermen Talbot, vote was as follows:

Ms. Kakouris stated that we had received more money from SEMA for Page Branch Park in the amount of $18,437.86, which does not include the bridge, Waste Water Treatment in the amount of $8,421.49, which does not include the levees, and Water Wells in the amount of $6,829.03.

The next topic is streets for repaving.  This will be discussed at the Infrastructure meeting.

Property lines and No Parking Signs, Helen McMullen says that people are parking on her property while they are at the auction on Friday nights and would like no parking signs put up which she will pay for.  Sue Beck the owner of the Auction Business stated that they park on both sides of the street, and on Broadway.  There have to be place for your people to park.
After some discussion on this matter it will be tabled till next month.
