The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting. Also present were Marshall Suddarth and Tony Sneed of Alliance Water Resources, City Attorney Rob Guinness and Brian Martin from MECO.

Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.

Municipal Trial Court Docket- City Attorney Guinness stated that SB 572 allows for the maximum amount for a fine of a traffic violation is $210.00.  He is afraid more people are going to want trials and that we may have to have another night for court. He wanted to make to Board aware of this change.
Mayor Wilch stated that if we have to add another court date then we may want to think about raising the Judge’s salary this budget year.

Mr. Guinness also stated that he was authorized by the Board last month not to do anything about the tickets that were issued for parking on road between the paved area and the sidewalks.  He will work on amending this ordinance.

Chief Jeffries would like to give people a warning for parking on the wrong side of the street before giving them a ticket, if they continue to park on the wrong side of the street then start giving them tickets.  He believes that most people do not know it is against the law to park facing the wrong way. 

Mayor Wilch would like to appoint Aldermen Hunter to the Library Board.
