SEPTEMBER 8, 2015

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

Report on the lagoon project, waiting on USDA to approve the report that has been sent to them.

Aldermen Kinion asked Mr. Woods if some of the money that the city has spent will be reimbursed to the city once the funding is complete.  He stated that it would be.

TASK ONE: Tree Inventory Options


Option One- GIS – Based Tree Inventory which is a computerized inventory data collection of up to 600 existing tree bid in amount of $6,000.00. Addition inventory collection above 600 trees/sites priced at a unit rate at a bid of $9.92 per unit.


Option Two-GIS-Based Tree, Stump, and Planting Site Inventory, which is a computerized inventory data collection of up to 1,500 existing trees, stumps, and/or planting sites bid in the amount of $9,400.00.  Additional inventory date collection above 1,500 trees/sites priced at a unit rate bid at $6.21 per unit.

TASK TWO: Tree Management Plan


Inventory Summary Report- Statistical summary of inventory data, brief observations and management recommendations, and appendix/reference materials delivered in electronic format only (i.e., PDF format on CD-ROM) at a bid of $1,500.00.

TASK THREE:  Large-Format Wall Map (Optional)


Large Format Wall Maps – One (1) printed copy and electronic version of PDF format at a bid of $550.00.
