SPECIAL SESSION 

 MARCH 22, 2016

ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Kinion, Alderman Rockwell, Aldermen Steele, Aldermen Harper, Aldermen Hartley, City Clerk Sharon Kakouris, Alderman Talbot was absent.  Also present was Attorney Rob Guinness.
Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.
Mayor Wilch stated the purpose of this meeting was to discuss how to present the information to the citizens of Elsberry for the Bond Issue. The Mayor would like to call a Town Hall Meeting and have DNR and USDA present to why this needs to be done.  We would be eligible for Community Development Block Grants, which would raise the sewer rates 3%.

Aldermen Steele stated that to let DNR and USDA explain to the citizens why this Bond Issue is needed and let them run the meeting.

Alderman Rockwell asked what would happen if we don’t pass the Bond Issue.  Aldermen Kinion stated that DNR or EPA will come in and do the work.  We could have to pay a $10,000.00 a day fine and the water and sewer bills will be set by them.

Mayor Wilch asked if we wanted to do flyers to educate the people and let them know about the Town Hall Meeting. We can educate the people but cannot advocate on how to vote.
Mayor Wilch stated that we would be eligible for possibly $500,000.00 from CBDG or $1,000,000.00 from DNR.

Aldermen Talbot entered the meeting at 6:15 PM.

Aldermen Kinion stated that we only have another year to comply, but as long as show we are making an effort that they will let us continue.

Mayor Wilch stated that the current interest rate is 3.125% right now.  This could go up after the election.  Private funding will be tough for $7,000,000.00.

Aldermen Steele asked if we could place small cards at business explaining why the Bond Issue is needed and about the Town Hall Meeting.

A motion was made to set up the Town Hall Meeting for March 31st, at 6:30 PM, motion was made by Aldermen Rockwell, seconded by Aldermen Kinion, the vote was as follows:
