The Board of Alderman of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Aldermen Matt Hartley, Aldermen Mike Talbot, Aldermen Rusty Kinion, Aldermen Brett Rockwell, and Aldermen Steele, and City Clerk Sharon Kakouris. Aldermen Harper was absent

Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and a quorum was declared.

The purpose of this meeting to discuss the pump and motor for Well #3.  Mayor Wilch stated that he made the decision to get a new pump or motor for $5,190.00, because it the pump wasn’t working correctly.  There was discussion on about the motor and pump, Aldermen Steele made a motion to purchase the new pump and motor for well #3, seconded by Aldermen Kinion, vote was as follows:

Aldermen Steele stated that the City of O’Fallon signed a contract with Cargill for salt this year.  The cost of the salt is $47.64 a ton.  They also had bids for the hauling of the salt.  Althoff will charge $192.00 with delivery to Elsberry.  Cargill wanted to charge by the mile which would be more expensive.  The City of Elsberry will have 60 tons of salt.  There is an additional 3000 tons locked in at the $47.64 a ton if needed.

A motion was made to accept Cargill’s bid of $47.6 per ton and Althoff bid for delivery at $192.00, motion was made by Aldermen Rockwell, seconded by Aldermen Talbot, the vote was as follows:
