 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 - Bill No. 2020-03-001 - AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ELSBERRY, MISSOURI, TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY TO ENTER INTO, AND THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A LEASE WITH THE ELSBERRY UNITED METHODIST CHURCH FOR USE OF CERTAIN BUY-OUT PROPERTIES FOR A COMMUNITY GARDEN FOR 2020-2024.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF ELSBERRY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
The City of Elsberry hereby enters into, and the Mayor of the City of Elsberry is authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Elsberry, a Lease with the Elsberry United Methodist Church for use of certain buy-out properties for a Community Garden during 2020 - 2024.  The terms of the agreement are attached to this Ordinance.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF ELSBERRY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
The City of Elsberry hereby authorizes the Mayor of the City of Elsb
erry to execute on behalf of the City of Elsberry, an acknowledgment of the Lincoln County Central Communications’ standard level of service and expectations for public safety answering point services for the City of Elsberry. The terms of the acknowledgment are attached to this Ordinance.
