SPECIAL SESSION MEETING 
PUBLIC HEARING AND APPROVAL OF SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR CSI DIGITAL/YONDOO BROADBAND   
SEPTEMBER 19, 2018
ELSBERRY CITY HALL

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall at 6:00 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Alderman Hartley, Alderman Davis, Alderman Short, Alderman Harper, 

City Attorney Robert Guinness, Keith Scarzafava from CSI Digital, City Clerk             Sue Hogarth & Brian Hemmer from Alliance.                  

Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Roll call deemed a quorum present.
PUBLIC HEARING AS REQUIRED BY LAW OR ORDINANCE

A public hearing was announced by Mayor Wilch to hear public comment on, and to consider, a request by CSI Digital on behalf of Yondoo Broadband to place a small prefabricated telecommunication building at 505 Broadway, Elsberry, MO to serve as a technician's office and principally to house a generator and necessary equipment to deliver high-speed data and entertainment.  This lot is currently zoned Central Business District and CSI Digital has applied for a special use permit to allow for this structure to be placed at this property without any plumbing facilities within the building.  

Chairman Sonny Taylor from the Planning & Zoning Committee approached the podium and explained to the Board of Aldermen that this special use permit had been tabled at the Planning & Zoning Committee meeting on August 27, 2018.  The committee met prior to this meeting with new information presented by Mr. Keith Scarzafava from CSI Digital and the committee voted 5 to 1 in favor of the special use permit for CSI Digital / Yondoo Broadband and recommends to the Board of Aldermen to approve the special use permit.
Mr. Keith Scarzafava from CSI Digital approached the podium and presented the new building pictures with the brick-type exterior and peaked metal roof and the building lot plans showing the setbacks and landscaping that will be added for aesthetic value for the board to review.  
Alderman Hartley stated that he voted "No" during the Planning & Zoning meeting and he expressed his concern about how the previous cable company had left town leaving all of their cable lines behind.  Ameren took ownership of these cable lines but didn't want them so they were left hanging around town abandoned.   If this company would also leave town for some reason, the city would be left with all the fiber optic lines above ground and underground as well.   He would prefer if they moved off Broadway to another lot but understands they have a majority of their underground cables already bored.  City Attorney Guinness stated that with this special use permit, there can be a condition added that if the company would leave town, they would be responsible to remove the building from the lot at 505 Broadway along with the equipment on the property and Alderman Hartley would like to include that condition with the special use permit if it is approved. 
City Attorney Guinness asked if there were any other questions from the Board and there were none.  He asked if there was any other public comment in favor of the request.  Mr. Bennie Watkins stated he is in favor of the request.  He then asked if there was any other public comment in opposition of the request and there was none.  Mayor Wilch closed the public hearing.

- Special Use Permit approval for CSI Digital / Yondoo Broadband to place a small prefabricated telecommunication building on the property at 505 Broadway                         
- Keith Scarzafava / Senior VP of Engineering for CSI Digital 
A motion was made by Alderman Davis to approve the special use permit for CSI Digital / Yondoo Broadband with the conditions that the building will have a brick-type exterior and peaked metal roof as shown in the pictures, the setbacks match the building lot plans that were presented with the landscaping and that once the building is not being used as a utility shed anymore, the building & equipment on the property will be removed at the expense of Yondoo Broadband, seconded by Alderman Harper.  The motion was re-stated by City Attorney Guinness prior to the vote.

- Discussion about Brown Water Issues at 404 N. 3rd Street                                
-Tinaka Pennington 

Ms. Pennington has been experiencing brown water issues at her home for quite awhile and came before the board to see what can be done about this issue.  Brian Hemmer with Alliance has been in contact with Ms. Pennington multiple times in the past and has explained to her that the pipes and infrastructure are old and it would be very cost prohibitive to remove and replace all the old water pipes throughout the city.  Brian has set up a meeting at Alliance with Tony Sneed and Tim Garity on Monday 9/16/18 to find a better solution to these issues that is more cost efficient.   He explained that heavy usage can stir up the water in the mains and cause the sediment in the pipes to get mixed in with the water which produces the brown water issues.  There are scheduled hydrant flushes every 4 months, there are (5) water samples taken every month to the DNR lab for testing and there is a Consumer Confidence Report issued each year which says the water is safe for use and consumption and this report is posted in City Hall and on the city's website for compliance.  Brian also explained that there was a major water leak found on 2nd Street that has been repaired and that may have been part of the reason why the brown water has happened on a more frequent basis recently.  Another reason for the        more frequent brown water issues could be from the water pressure changes when the PRV valves were removed to add Lakeview to our system.  
Mayor Wilch and Alderman Hartley explained that there is only so much grant money available and the city cannot afford to replace all of the old infrastructure in the city limits.   Currently, the EPA/DNR is pushing the city to build a wastewater treatment facility.   
Ms. Pennington has spoken with the Health Department and they stated that high levels of iron can cause the water to be brown and she said that the water may be tested clean at the plant but they are not testing at homes.  Alderman Hartley stated that water tests are available from some retail box stores like Home Depot but Brian Hemmer did say that they do bacterial water samples throughout town 5x every month.  
Alderman Short stated that he doesn't experience any brown water at his residence or at his office on 3rd Street so it doesn't happen in all parts of the town but primarily in the older areas.  He asked if she had ever checked the pipes going into her home.  It would cost around $150 million to replace all the old infrastructure in town.  Unfortunately, there are also many other towns including Troy that have brown water issues in their older sections of town.  
Ms. Pennington also had a water leak at her home that she paid $400 to have repaired.    City Collector Katie Harper said the water leak was detected on the bill from 6/15-7/15/18 which was $397.00 for 26,000 gallons.  Her average usage is around 4,000 gallons.  Her next bill from 7/15-8/15 was for almost $5,000 for 345,000 gallons.  Ms. Pennington had the plumber come back out to check for another water leak and there was nothing found.  Katie said Ms. Pennington has an older 149 style meter that doesn't collect the 90 days data.  A work order was issued on 7/6/18 after her water leak was fixed and her meter read 80,211.  It was checked again on 7/8 and it read 82,020 and the meter has been manually read a couple times since then and it is registering correctly.  According to Alderman Hartley and Alderman Short, there is no way that she could have used 345,000 gallons of water so this has to be either a computer error or a data input error and we will need to find the error.  Alderman Hartley suggested to have Ms. Pennington pay her average bill until we can figure out what happened.  Ms. Pennington has lived in her home for 6 months so Mayor Wilch asked if Katie can replace her meter with a new meter and provide a record of her meter readings from the last 6 bills to see if we can figure out the error.
