PLANNING AND ZONING COMMITTEE MEETING

SEPTEMBER 19, 2018 
ELSBERRY CITY HALL
The Planning and Zoning Committee met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall at 5:30 PM.  Present were Chairman Sonny Taylor, Alderman Matt Hartley, Mr. Conrad Cheatham, Mr. Bill Boswell, Mayor Steve Wilch, Brian Hemmer from Alliance, Mr. Keith Scarzafava with CSI Digital and City Clerk Sue Hogarth.  Mr. Terry Martin was unable to attend but listened in via speaker phone.  

Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order.  Roll Call deemed a quorum present.  

Vote & Recommendation on Special Use Permit for
 CSI Digital / Yondoo Broadband
At the previous Planning & Zoning committee meeting on August 27th, the special use permit application submitted by Keith Scarzafava from CSI Digital on behalf of Yondoo Broadband was tabled pending the possibility of moving the location off of Broadway and/or changing the appearance of the building to a brick type exterior to match the other brick buildings on Broadway for aesthetic value.   Mr. Scarzafava from CSI Digital spoke with the fiber optic technicians since that meeting and almost 80% of the underground fiber optics have been completed and these lines are all headed in the direction of 505 Broadway to connect with the fiber optic splitters and generator that will be housed in that facility.  It would be a big expense at this point to dig up all the fiber optic lines and re-direct them to a new location off of Broadway.  City Clerk Sue Hogarth did contact Lisa Hoechst with Tom Shaw Realty about the lots for sale on 4th & DuBois however that property is the size of (3) city lots and she does not want to split the lots.  She will sell the (3) empty lots together for $55,000 but would prefer to sell them with the other buildings facing Broadway for a total of $112,000.  
Mr. Scarzafava agreed to change the exterior appearance of the building to a brick-type veneer with a peaked metal roof and he presented new photos of the building and a drawing of the lot outlining the setbacks and placement of the building with landscaping.  One of the photos presented was a photo-shopped picture of the new building on the lot at 505 Broadway which displayed the entrance door facing the alley for easy access by the technician.  He has a used refurbished building currently on hold pending the exterior material change to an outside brick veneer and he will hire a local contractor to put on the peaked metal roof.    
Mr. Boswell was in favor of the new building but was concerned about not having a bathroom and/or plumbing in the building.  According to city attorney Robert Guinness, the building is not required to have plumbing unless there is someone working in the building more than 2 hours per day.  
Mr. Scarzafava stated that most of the equipment will be managed remotely from his offices out of state but there will be a local technician living in Elsberry who will probably only need to be at the facility about 2-3 hours per week so a bathroom and/or plumbing will not be required.  He stated that the building has been setback from the front of Broadway to allow enough space for an office building to be built in the future if needed.  
Chairman Taylor stated that granting this special use permit would be in the best interest of the residents and for the economy of the City of Elsberry.  The cable & internet services that Yondoo Broadband will provide will be an asset to the commercial and residential properties on either side of the lot. 
A motion was made by Brian Hemmer with Alliance to approve the special use permit application from CSI Digital / Yondoo Broadband with the new brick-type exterior and metal peaked roof from the building photos and with the setbacks presented on the building plans, seconded by Bill Boswell.
